= Provide a safe environment for the conduct of the activity in accordance with
relevant NZWP policy.

= Show concern and caution towards others who may be sick or injured.

= Be a positive role model.

= To not provide comment to any media on behalf of NZWP

= To not speak to any media in a negative way regarding NZWP.

= Never act in any way that may bring disrepute or disgrace to NZWP members,
its stakeholders and/or its sponsors, potential sponsors and/or partners.
